(FHWA) did not receive a formal response from the United Keetoowah Band of Cherokees but
has included the tribe as an interested party based on an e-mail from Mr. Archie Mouse dated
November 10, 2004 (attached).

At this time a preferred alternative has not been identified. The FHWA does hope to issue the
Draft Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS) later this month which will identify a preferred
alternative. Once the draft cultural report and DEIS has been submitted to FHWA we will
forward the tribe copies for review. This project does lie outside of the Cherokee ancestral
lands for South Carolina as noted on our recently signed consultation agreement. Unless we
are notified that the United Keetoowahs are no longer interested in this project we will continue
1o consult and provide updates.
